tis analyzed how the verb form shiteshimau is used

during Japanese learning in intermediate- and
advanced-level Japanese texts that describe opinions
and explanations in this paper. The analysis showed
that the meanings expressed by the verb form shiteshi-
mau in these texts were not learnt in the beginner’s
class Japanese textbook. The verb form shiteshimau
expresses telicity as its basic meaning (grammatical
meaning). In addition, based on the characteristics
of texts describing opinions and explanations, it ex-
presses the textual meanings in each text.
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
