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AABSTRACT

In this paper, I executed a corpus survey with a new
classification called “transitive-intransitive verbs
indicating situation grasp” and “transitive-intransitive
verbs indicating situation report” to promote the un-
derstanding of transitive-intransitive verb pairs. First,
I described how transitive-intransitive verb pairs can
be divided into “transitive-intransitive verbs indicat-
ing situation grasp” and “transitive-intransitive verbs
indicating situation report”. Next, I utilized BCCW]'s
“Chunagon” and investigated how to use “transitive-
intransitive verbs indicating situation grasp” and “tran-
sitive-intransitive verbs indicating situation report”. As
aresult, by distinguishing “transitive-intransitive verbs
indicating situation grasp” from “transitive-intransitive
verbs indicating situation report’, I revealed that
“transitive-intransitive verbs indicating situation grasp”
can demonstrate “a scene change” and “transitive-
intransitive verbs indicating situation report” can
“depict the continuity of a situation’”.
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
