his article illustrates the actual usage of the

phrase “KOTO NI NARU” in written language.
The results support (1) The usage which expresses
“development of the fact” and “determination of the
schedule” is used most often. (2) On each usage, cer-
tain characteristic relating to words preceding “KOTO
NI NARU” can be seen. (3) As for forms following
“KOTO NI NARU’, compared to spoken language,
the appearance rate of “WAKEDA” is extremely low
while the ‘NODA” is high. (4) The usage which
expresses ‘determination of the intention” is often
introduced in Japanese language education, however
that is not so often used in written language.
