However, a type of
moto that does not affect the noun that follows it can
be confirmed in the corpus. This paper is a study on
moto centered around examples where it does not
affect the noun that follows it. This paper takes up the
adverbial usage and combinations of noto with noun
phrases including belonging as cases where moto does
not affect the noun that follows it, and discusses each
of their distinctive features and examines why they
do not affect the noun that follows it, and what they
do affect if not the noun that follows it. Also, that is
the difference between moto and zen, Zen is the Sino-
Japanese prefix and expresses the similar meaning to
moto but does not have examples where it does not
affect the noun that follows it.
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
