AABSTRACT

InJapanese, we use transitive verbs to express opera-
tion or action of subjects, and intransitive verbs to
express the results. When expressing a result with a
transitive verb without a corrcsponding intransitive
verb, we use the passive form of the verb instead of the
intransitive verb. However, not all transitive verbs can
express the results using the passive form. This paper
discusses how we can express a result using the pas-
sive form of transitive verbs.

The study found the following: 1) Some meanings
of a transitive verb can be used in intransitive passive
form. Not all meanings of transitive verbs can be
intransitive passive. 2) Depending on the verb, the
meaning commonly used in active sentences may dif-
fer from the meaning used in passive ones. 3) Some
verbs have narrower meaning when used passively. 4)
The passive form has words whose meanings are dif-
ferent from those used in active sentence.
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
