his study focuses on the perception on language

among school staff who teach children with
overseas roots. Some school teachers who have not
been educated in Japanese linguistics or teaching Japa-
nese as a second language view language as a simple
sequence of words, and lose sight of the grammar of
their native language, resulting in a case of “invisibility
of grammar”. The present study hypothesizes that this
phenomenon occurs among teachers in schools that
use Japanese language textbooks for lower grades and
general materials for native speakers. An existing quan-
titative survey based on statements in an educational
practice questionnaire for schools was conducted to
test this hypothesis. The results show a certain degree
of association between the materials used and school
