he elementary grammar item “-tai-desu.

(I'want to)” is not considered difficult
by either learners or teachers. However, even
among intermediate and advanced learners,
unnatural use of ‘~tai desu’ can be observed.
In this study, we conducted corpus surveys to
explore how native speakers and learners use
“tai desu.” in spoken language. We compared
the results with example sentences and other
instructional content from 19 types of elemen-
tary textbooks. The findings revealed that while
some textbooks do not sufficiently incorporate
the characteristic usage of native speakers, oth-
ers successfully include these features. Teachers
are required to have the ability to incorporate
such ingenuity and effort in textbooks.
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
