AABSTRACT

his paper analyzes how non-native Japanese

speaker trainees behave and what kind of
supporters are involved in their Japanese language
teaching practice, using Trajectory Equifinality Model
(TEM), targeting non-native Japanese speaker
teachers who experienced Japanese language teach-
ing practice in a Japanese graduate school Japanese
language teacher training program in Japan. As a result
of the analysis from the perspective of the community
of practice of practical training, it was clarified that
the presence of seniors and classmates who are not
directly involved in the Japanese language teaching
practice but belong to the same seminar is important.
